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DESCRIPTION OF DEVELOPMENT

Introduction

The proposed development comprises the following:
Site of the existing shopping centre:

12 Ground Floor retail units
42 flats on the first, second and third floor levels

Site of the existing neighbourhood office:

4 Live/work units
21 Residential units

Design philosophy

Indicative layouts for the proposed scheme is shown
on Figures 4-6 on this and following pages. A schedule
of accommodation for the retail and residential units
including gross floor areas is provided on the drawings
and in Table 1 below.

Main Site

The arrangement of the proposed redevelopment of
the Prentice Place shopping centre reflects the layout
of the existing buildings, except for the fact that the
health centre is to be removed from its current location
and moved across to the site of the former Neighbour-
hood Office. This is an important consideration as the
removal of the health centre from the main site pro-
vides the flexibility to carry out a phased development
of the retail units which will enable existing businesses
to continue trading throughout the development proc-
€ess.

Key to the development of the new scheme is the pro-
vision of enough space in the first part of the develop-
ment to be completed to move the majority of the trad-

ers from the current central block that faces Potter
Street. As can be seen on Figure 8, this means that
the traders moving into Phase 2A can fit out their new
